>> Carers Assessment.  If you 
care for someone on a regular 
and substantial basis you 
are entitled to have a carers 
assessment; this will look at how 
caring affects your ability to 
work, undertake training and 
enjoy leisure time.  One of the 
possible outcomes of a carers 
assessment is a carers direct 
payment. Tel: 0845 603 7630 
to start the process, visit  
www.essex.gov.uk/carers, or 
ask for a carers self assessment 
form at your GP surgery.

>> Carers Emergency Planning 
Service. If you are worried 
about what will happen to the 
person you care for if you are 
suddenly unable to continue 
your caring role, this service 
will support you to complete 
an emergency contingency 
plan. Tel: 01245 434375

>> Telecare to support carers. 
Telecare is a technology 
based system that can help 
provide peace of mind and 
independence for carers and the 
people they are caring for.  The 
purpose is not to replace the 
carer but to allow them to leave 
the house or get a good nights 
sleep, confident that they will 
be informed if an emergency 
occurs.  For more information

Family Support Clacton 
offers a befriending service,  
a home sitting service for 
carers, ‘Caring for Carers’  
days, social events and a 
Dementia service. It offers 
access to short breaks for 
carers, day centres in Clacton 
and Jaywick and a rural Lunch 
Club in Little Clacton. It also 
offers outings in wheelchair 
equipped minibuses including 
door to door transport.
